Nonfiction Books

Battle, Michael. Reconciliation: The Ubuntu Theology of Desmond Tutu. Cleveland: The Pilgrim Press, 1997.

This book examines Bishop Tutu’s religious philosophy of reconciliation and resisting oppression in apartheid South Africa.  

Fanon, Franz. The Wretched of the Earth. New York: Grove Press, 1963. 

In this work, Fanon explores how colonized North Africans can overcome their imperial bondage and rise from oppression. 

Hochschild, Adam. King Leopold’s Ghost: A Story of Greed, Terror, and Heroism in Colonial Africa. New York: First Mariner Books, 1998.

Hochschild evaluates the genocide of the Congolese and the devastation of the land, while many Europeans and Americans did nothing in the early 1900s.  Racism and imperialism play major roles in this destruction.
Theweleit, Klaus. Male Fantasies, Volume 1: Women, Floods, Bodies, History. Minneapolis: University of Minnesota Press, 1977. 

This book assesses the psychology and culture of the Freikorps--private, volunteer armies that patrolled Germany after WWI and will endorse Nazi ideology.  It also deconstructs the images of females in this culture and how these images are specifically racist, anti-communist, and fascist.  

Fiction Books
Conrad, Joseph. Heart of Darkness. New York: Harper & Brothers, 1910. 

This book explores both the psychology of Europeans who possess all the power, wealth, and force needed to enslave and completely dominate the Congolese.  It is based on the Belgian imperialism of the Congo.
