· Diffusion (People in Societies Standard) – a) Give examples of contacts among different cultures that led to the changes in belief systems, art, science, technology, language, or systems of government.
· Work Effectively in a Group (Social Studies Skills and Methods Standard) – a) Organize historical information in text or graphic format and analyze the information in order to draw conclusions. b) Work effectively in a group.
