Specific Topics with Explanation:

The 3rd grade unit integrates science, language arts, technology and information literacy, using Seymour Simon’s books to explore life and earth science concepts (plants, animals, soil, rocks, air, water.)  Focus will be on decoding nonfiction text, using library resources, developing research skills, and creating research products.

The 7th grade unit integrates language arts, technology and information

literacy, using the memoirs of a selection of children’s authors.  Focus will be on decoding nonfiction text, using library resources, developing research skills, and creating research products.



The 8th grade unit integrates language arts, technology and information

literacy.  Focus will be using library resources and developing research skills.  In preparation for our annual Research Fair, students will develop annotated bibliographies on three possible topics in American history or culture.  The annotated bibliographies will assist the students in developing and narrowing

their final topics.
