This site offers visitors the opportunity to tour re-created Viking streets within the city of York, England.  The site also focuses on two current Viking archeological digs, Coppergate & Hungate.  One museum exhibit also provides over 40,000 excavated Viking artifacts from the Coppergate site.

The site also conducts an interview with William Fitzhugh, curator from the Smithsonian Institute titled, “Who Were the Vikings?”  Another section of the site allows one to interpret & practice writing with Runes in Futhark, the ancient Viking form of writing.
