Specific Topic with Explanation:  Spanish I students will be studying Frida Kahlo and Diego Rivera, two Mexican painters who were married to each other. Kahlo is known for her self-portraits, Rivera for his murals. Students will increase their understanding of 20th century Hispanic culture through study and discussion of how art reflects not only the artist’s individual experience but also their culture and the history of the times. They will be reading and writing in Spanish and learning appropriate vocabulary. Students will be creating their own paintings after studying Kahlo and Rivera.
