Specific Topic with Explanation:  This unit is designed to expose students to the 
economic conditions, children’s literature, art and culture of many countries from around 
the world.  Students in English 9, Spanish II and Economics will use the following 
pathfinder, along with those developed by unit partners, to research a variety of economic


factors, to locate online museum collections and to identify children’s literature for an assigned country/region. 

I am specifically looking at the lives and country of Frida Kahlo and Diego Rivera.  We will look into art, country and the economics of their time and country.  Students will then create a children’s book presenting the information that they have found.
