SPECIFIC TOPIC WITH EXPLANATION:
  Ninth grade students will research the development of pottery from 1880’s – 1940’s with a concentration on the history of Ohio potters and their craft.  An overview will include a two page paper with works cited.  The history background, with images, will prepare students for the hands-on project to follow.

DESCRIPTION OF THE PATHFINDER:

Including topic explanation per above, students will be graded on a 100 point system including proper research form, works cited, and complete explanation of topic chosen.  Classes will be part of a field trip after the first section of the pottery assignment is completed.  After visual presentations at the museum, students will be prepared to begin forming the pots of their choice.

My husband and I visited Chillicothe, Ohio because this is Marvin’s hometown and he was there to celebrate his 50th high school class reunion ( I wanted to know more about the first capital of Ohio and learned that there was a fairly new museum in town.  Marvin had never been there and what a gem we found!  The tour guides told us that many people, even in Chillicothe, do not know that such a beautiful museum even exists.  The tour guides begged us to spread the word about it and that will be easily done!  We spent over two hours there and it would have been longer, but the Franklin house was closed for interior restoration.  

The museum is located in downtown Chillicothe and is open year-round.  Free parking is available and is open 1-5 in winter and 12 to 5 spring and summer.  This museum includes prehistoric artifacts, paintings, modes of transportation, and hundreds of historical facts relating to the opening of the Ohio territory to the time that the capital was moved to Zanesville, back to Chillicothe and then on to Columbus.  There are historical items representing Ross County from its inception to the present.  The center is built around two historical homes and a log cabin can be viewed on the property also.  A home had been built around the log home part and when the house was raised, the log home was discovered within its walls.  An historical doll collection, collection of toys, a re-creation of the rail system in Chillicothe and a miniature of the major streets were all presented.  

The following paragraph is taken directly from the website:

Tours last 1 hour and are available April through December between noon and 4:00 p.m.  Tours of the society’s Franklin House Museum are also available and add ½ hour to the length of the tour.  The museum currently features exhibits on the founding of Chillicothe and the state of Ohio, prehistoric cultures, 19th century decorative arts, the Civil War, historic toys, and Chillicothe’s Camp Sherman.  The Knoles Log House shows students how the early setters of the area lived.  The Franklin house has changing exhibits that look at the role of women in our local history.
The home page is very easy to maneuver within.  It gives historical information and photographs of the homes on the tour, the McKell Library which houses book materials available for reproduction, and many public records.  The speakers’ bureau web page was excellent!  Names of speakers, along with a paragraph about their presentations, are available. (I would love to have such a list in my community!!)  The newsletter was not up-to-date, but the one I picked up at the museum was, so I would think one could be mailed to interested parties.  The “Recorder” is really informative!  It includes upcoming events and programs, new additions to the collection of historical items, books available for purchase from the museum store, the “spring speakers’ series”, a description of the traveling exhibit on medicine, and photos of relevant people and places in Ross County. 

This museum does not offer virtual tours, but the photos available do offer a flavor of the offerings at the museum.  Guided tours are available and the ladies that give them are great!  They are VERY student friendly and students enter at no cost! (  Events include Statehood Day Open House, workshops and seminars, special exhibit openings, and “suitcase museums” for local schools.  
My high school history teachers would incorporate some of the following:

AP History – will be doing a unit on the Civil War and I would recommend a trip to view Ohioans who served from our state.  There were special stories on General Sherman and a local bugler boy that are most interesting. 

Medical Advancements of the Civil War Speaker – information would lend itself to the AP classes.

Technological advancements during Ohio’s prehistory Speaker – would be appropriate for thesis and geography classes.

General Patton Speaker –this speaker would be wonderful for all U.S. history students studying World War II.  

Thesis and geography – I have teachers who teach early Indians and a trip to the Mounds could also incorporate a trip to this museum.

Elementary and junior high – I will send information to our other schools with fliers about this wonderful instructional tool.  

Class sizes of about 30 at a time would be acceptable, due to the limited space.  This museum could be adapted to any age group.

Extra Notes of Personal Interest

The pathfinder I have produced will correlate with the pottery museum I mention, but the only time I can visit it is this summer during the pottery festival.  Therefore, it was necessary to choose a museum of more local interest, and it was just by accident that I found the museum in Ross County.  It is truly a well-kept secret that the museum supporters would like to see changed!  The building is very new and every item is well marked, explained and displayed.  It took us well over 2 hours to take in all the information and we didn’t see the Franklin House, as it was closed.
