Adler, David A.  One Yellow Daffodil: A Hanukkah Story.  San Diego:  Voyager, 1999. - A Holocaust survivor shares Hanukkah with a loving family that gives him the courage to remember.

Bat-Ami, Miriam.  Two Suns in the Sky.  Chicago: Cricket Books, 1999. – In 1944, a New York teenager, Christine, meets and falls in love with Adam, a Yugoslavian Jew living in a refugee camp, despite their parents' objections.

Cormier, Robert.  Tunes for Bears to Dance To.  New York:  Delacorte, 1992. - Henry escapes his family's problems by watching the wood carving of Mr. Levine, an elderly Holocaust survivor, but when Henry is manipulated into betraying his friend he comes to know true evil.

Moskin, Marietta. I Am Rosemarie. New York: Dell Publishing Company, 1987. – A first person novel about a girl with experiences similar to Anne Frank, except that Rosemarie survives.

Roy, Jennifer.  Yellow Star.  Tarrytown, NY:  Marshall Cavendish, 2006. – The fictionalized story of the author’s Aunt Sophie who, as a child, lived through the Holocaust in Poland.

Wilson, Nancy Hope.  Flapjack Waltzes.  New York:  Farrar Straus Giroux, 1998. - A developing friendship with an elderly holocaust survivor helps ease a twelve-year-old girl's pain following the death of her teenage brother in a tragic automobile accident.

Vander Zee, Ruth.  Erika's Story.  Mankato, MN: Creative Editions, 2003. – Using picture book format, a woman recalls how she was thrown from a train headed for a Nazi death camp in 1944 and raised by someone who risked her own life to save the baby's.

Voigt, Cynthia.  David and Jonathan.  New York: Scholastic, 1992. - Jonathan's cousin David, a victim of the Holocaust, comes to live with David's family causing Jonathan and David’s friendship to change.
