Greenfield, Howard.  After the Holocaust.  New York HarperTeen, 2001. Eight jewish survivors share their experience of what happened following the fall of Hitler.

Yeatts, Tabatha.  The Holocaust Survivors. Springfield NJ, Enslow, 1998.  The experience of those who survived, including the Nuremburg trials and a search for justice.

Denes, Magda. Castles burning: a child’s life in war.  New York, Simon & Schuster, 1998. A memoir that begins when the author is only 5 years old in 1939. Her father , a wealthy jewish publisher is taken from their family and her mother has to find a way for Magda and her brother to survive in Budapest.

Klein, Gerda Weissmann. All but my life. New York, Hill & Wantg, 1995. A tale that leads a reader through some of the worst atrocities of that time- the Nazi occupation, concentration camps and the death march and how she survives.

Gotfryd, Bernard. Anton, the dove fancier; and other tales of the Holocaust.  New York, Washington Square Press, 1990. Just before her death the author’s mother begs that he tell what has happened to them at the hands of the Nazi’s. Spun together are the true stories during the author’s youth in Poland.

Adler, David. We remember the Holocaust. New York, H. Holt, 1989. A general introduction to the Holocaust, Adler gives voice to many in this memoir-like book.

Lindwer, Willy. The last seven months of Anne Frank. New York, Doubleday, 1988. Six women give their interview of the relationship they had with Anne during this time and is compiled to give the last impressions of her life.

Appleman-Juman, Alicia. Alicia; my story. Toronto, New York; Batam, 1990.  In Nazi controlled Poland we are told of how this young girl survives and the hardships she encountered.

Wiesel, Elie. Night. New York; Bantam, 1986. Translated from the French, a  true account of the author’s experience.
