· Analyze how governments and other groups have used propaganda to influence public opinion and behavior.

Social Studies Skills and Methods

· Apply the processes of persuasion, compromise, and negotiation to the resolution of conflicts and differences.

· Research an issue or topic by gathering, recording, evaluating, and interpreting relevant data.

· Build consensus within a group by a) finding points of agreement, b) identifying points individuals are willing to concede, c) making sure that all voices are heard, and attempting to understand the view of others.   

· Engage in group work on issues-analysis and decision-making: a) identify a problem or dilemma; b) analyze the interests, values, and points of view, c) identify causes of the problem or dilemma, d) propose alternative solutions, e) formulate a position or course of action, f) evaluate the consequences of the action taken.
