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Art Standards:

Historical, Cultural and Social Contexts

Students understand the impact of visual art on the history, culture and society from which it emanates. They understand the cultural, social and political forces that, in turn, shape visual art communication and expression. Students identify the significant contributions of visual artists to cultural heritage. They analyze the historical, cultural, social and political contexts that influence the function and role of visual art in the lives of people.

Analyzing and Responding

Students identify and discriminate themes, media, subject matter and formal technical and expressive aspects in works of art. They understand and use the vocabulary of art criticism to describe visual features, analyze relationships and interpret meanings in works of art. Students make judgments about the quality of works of art using the appropriate criteria.

Connections, Relationships and Applications

Students connect and apply their learning of visual art to the study of other arts areas and disciplines outside the arts.  They understand relationships between and among concepts and ideas that are common across subjects in the curriculum. Students recognize the importance of lifelong learning and experience in visual art.

CURRICULUM/SUBJECT AREA:
Using knowledge of structures and functions:  Students generalize about the effects of visual structures and functions and reflect upon these effects in their own work.
Choosing and evaluating a range of subject matter, symbols, and ideas:  Students integrate visual, spatial and temporal concepts with content to communicate intended meaning in their artworks

Understanding the visual arts in relation to history and cultures:  Students describe and place a variety of art objects in historical and cultural contexts

Reflecting upon and assessing the characteristics and merits of their work and the work of others:  Students compare multiple purposes for creating works of art

Making connections between visual arts and other disciplines:  Students compare the characteristics of works in two or more art forms that share similar subject matter, historical periods, or cultural context

SPECIFIC TOPIC WITH EXPLANATION:

Students will plan a Modern Day Trip along the Lewis and Clark Expedition Trail and compare their modern day journey to the original journey.
