SPECIFIC TOPIC WITH EXPLANATION: Students in grades 11-12 in the Advanced Studio Art class will be studying modern female artists. This pathfinder will help students learn more about modern art and modern female artists in particular. Students will research about Frida Kahlo and other female artists of that time period. They will compare and contrast and have a class critique of various modern female artists, but focusing on Frida Kahlo. Students will write a critique on a Frida Kahlo painting of their choice paying special attention to symbolism. From that point the students will create an original painting of their own using the style, techniques and symbolism of Frida Kahlo as inspiration. They must use an event in their own life as inspiration and translate that event into a symbolic language similar to Frida’s paintings. Finally, students will write an artist statement explaining their painting.
