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ELA/Social Studies

This pathfinder concerns the songs and music of the Civil War time period and how these originated from the economic and political influences of the time period.

· Explain the course and consequences of the Civil War with emphasis on: 

· a. Contributions of key individuals, including Abraham Lincoln, Robert E. Lee and Ulysses S. Grant; b. The Emancipation Proclamation; c. The Battle of Gettysburg. 

People in Society: Benchmark B: Analyze examples of interactions between cultural groups and explain the factors that contribute to cooperation and conflict. 

· Analyze the economic, geographic, religious and political factors that contributed to: a. The enslavement of Africans in North America; b. Resistance to slavery. 

Economics: Benchmark A: Explain how the endowment and development of productive resources affect economic decisions and global interactions. 

· Explain how the uneven distribution of productive resources influenced historic events such as the Civil War. 
Citizenship Rights and Responsibilities: Benchmark A: Show the relationship between civic participation and attainment of civic and public goals. 

· Show the relationship between participating in civic and political life and the attainment of individual and public goals including: a. The Sons of Liberty and Committees of Correspondence/American independence; b. The Underground Railroad and the abolitionist movement/Abolition of slavery.
