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Curriculum/Subject Area:  Photojournalism 

Topic: 

 Students will work on a unit in photojournalism.  They will research photos that exemplify news values and photo techniques in order to tell a story with the photo.  This will be in preparation for an assignment in which students will use these same news values and photo techniques to take their own photos that tell a story that the audience will find interesting, in effect, marketing the photo and newspaper.

--Critique the techniques used in the photos.


--Understand that the impact of the photos may depend on the audience.


--Understand photos as an important part of history.
