Specific Topic With Explanation: 

Students will investigate popular culture for given decades of the 20th century.  Their assignment will be to research areas of interest about their assigned decade, develop a presentation plan, and present their findings in a creative way to their classes. Students will be encouraged to “appeal to the senses” as they present what they’ve learned about their decades.

The teacher and librarian will work together with the students.  Students will have class time to visit the library/media center to gather information and they will give their presentations in the regular classroom.  The teacher will give and explain the assignment details, observe the presentations with each class, and evaluate the performance of the presenters.  The librarian will help the students find the information that they wish to learn about their decade by explaining how to find available electronic and print resources in the school’s media center/library in order which to search for the topics they choose to research and develop a presentation about.

Subject Headings: 

The subject headings would fall under the main categories of U.S. History, Culture, Customs, Decade - 19__s (60s, 70s, 80s, 90s), Pop Culture.  Some examples of subheadings (this list is not conclusive, but depending on researcher’s learning desires) are Artists, Athletes, Authors, Bands, Books, Candy & Food, Celebrities, Fads, Famous People, Fashion, Games, Headlines, Inventions, Movies, Music, Olympics, Politics, Presidents, Rock-N-Roll, Sports, Television Shows, Trends, Toys, and Wars.
