SPECIFIC TOPIC WITH EXPLANATION: Our goal is to bring students to an understanding of how the music of jazz broke down racial barriers and influenced the decades of the 1920s and the 1930s. While students are familiar with rap and hip hop music and artists they do not understand that their own forms of music are rooted in the 1920s. Making the connection of past events to current situations is a part of what history serves to teach students so that they can become informed citizens and voters. 

Students watching concerts, awards shows and athletic events find it hard to believe that a mere 80 years ago, segregation was the rule, rather than the exception, and opportunities for African-Americans were severely limited. By planning this series of programs for Black History Month, we hope to promote an understanding of the times they study and an appreciation for the achievements that diverse people bring to all of us.

Through collaboration with local museums, artists and musicians we will enhance the learning of students in U. S. History classes by utilizing their musical and spatial (artistic) intelligences (per Howard Gardner’s theory of multiple intelligences). We also expect that knowledge of this period will be of great benefit the following year when students discuss the Jazz Age during their reading of Fitzgerald’s The Great Gatsby.
