Breaking the Silence [videorecording]: The Generation After the Holocaust. Waltham, Mass.: National Center for Jewish Film, 1984. (Film)
Profiles the children of survivors, revealing their thoughts on dealing with their parents' past. Shows how the parents tried to protect their children from their past, but find themselves passing the delayed mourning to their children. Includes interviews with the children, parents, and psychiatrists.
Eliott, Jane. The Eye of the Storm [videorecording]:  Third grade teacher, Jane Eliott, wanted to teach her class what it is like to be judged based on a physical characteristic.  She divided her class into blue-eyed children and brown-eyed children.  She gives the blue-eyed children information about negative characteristics of brown-eyed people.  Both groups of children react.  She reverses the roles, then brings the children together to discuss their feelings and their feelings about racisim.
