Curriculum Subject Area: Earth Systems, Resources, and particularly Reduce, Reuse, and Recycle

· First Grade’s Standard Indicators :  Earth Systems 1. Identify that resources are things that we get from the living (e.g., forests) and nonliving (e.g., minerals, water) environment and that resources are necessary to meet the needs and wants of a population. 2. Explain that the supply of many resources is limited but the supply can be extended through careful use, decreased use, reusing and/or recycling.
