Visit the museums listed above on-line first for a descriptor of realia that meet instructor objectives. Initiate a field trip to local historical museums and have students create PODCASTS of realia that support academic standards. Share PODCASTS with community and make available to the public. Business and marketing classes could create or enhance existing local cities websites with an immigration influence.

Using primary sources, students create and summarize each item into an online scrap book such as “American Memory” and “Ohio Memory.”
