Specific Topic: Revolutionary America: Middle Colonies
Summary of Assignment: Students will be divided into three groups (New England, Middle and Southern Colonies) and given time to research various topics such as: political viewpoints, people, social concerns, and other issues that were impacted by the lasting “literature” of the time (speeches). Students will examine the literary and historical impact of the persuasive speakers of the time.
