Women’s Suffrage Movement - In the 1840s Elizabeth Cady Stanton and Susan B. Anthony led the women's suffrage movement, revolutionizing the political and social conditions of women in American society.
America’s Anti-war Movement - The cost of the war and a growing credibility gap lead to demonstrations and anti-war sentiments among the American people.
The Jungle: A View of Industrial America - Although the second industrial revolution brought advances in transportation and commerce, millions of Americans were forced to live and work in unsanitary and dangerous factories and tenements.
American History: Social Activism in the United States: Discover how ordinary citizens fought against segregation and how freedom finally overcame bigotry. Follow the United States' involvement in the Vietnam War and the subsequent backlash.
The Rise of Prohibition: For many years supporters of temperance wanted to control the use of liquor; they got their way in 1920 with the passage of the Eighteenth Amendment.
