Museum Visit Assignment:

The Museum that I selected to visit was one that I got from the class that we took at Kent State. It is the Children’s Museum of Indianapolis.   I visited this one virtually on May 26th 2007.


I visited this particular Museum for a few reasons but after searching around the site I ended up finding many interesting things.  I am a K-5 Art teacher and at first thought, I thought I should go to an Art Museum but after visiting this one I’m glad I chose it. This will not only give me a chance to show my students a different type of museum it also gave me ideas.  This Museum has a train Exhibit and a section on What if…? Which involves exhibits that they asked children if they could explore anything what would it be. There is also a fireworks of glass exhibit which has a hands on exhibit at the Museum plus so much more. What is neat about the site you can also check out past and future exhibits at the museum.  There is a calendar for events going on if you wanted to plan a trip with a map included.  They also have a shop that has several different things from arts and crafts to toys.  The main reason for choosing this Museum were the teacher resources which include units of study, activities, and they also have student work included. When you click on the units of study they also have the standards listed.


The type of museum that I visited is a children’s Museum.


The Web resources they have are great they have online games and activities for children K-8. They also have current, past, and future exhibits. There are quick time movies to watch and virtual tours. They include classroom resources as well as home school information.


The educational resource section when you click on it brings you a page with units for k-2 grade 3-5 and 6-8 from the museum exhibits these lessons when clicked on bring up a page that includes the introduction, what the students will learn, what’s ahead, the standards some for the state of Indiana some have national standards, focus questions museum links, resource material links, and family connections. That was just one that I chose there are several others. Under the teacher section of the web site they also have a link for setting up field trips to this museum.


They have virtual tours at this museum one that I checked out was the dinosphere exhibit you are able to click through pictures of this section of the museum to see some of what they have there. They have Quick time movies to check out they also offer visitor guides to look at before you visit the museum. 


My Potential use of this museum would first be to explain to my students that a museum is not just for art and that there are many many different kinds of museums. I go into a good detail in my classes about art museums and this particular site shows them something different, which in turn gives me a lesson idea right here where I can have the students search out other types of museums on the world wide web for an assignment and give them a chance to find new and exciting places they may want to visit. In my classroom I do units of study along with the regular classroom teacher in first grade on dinosaurs this site has a lot of interesting things for that particular unit.  I also do units with puppets not only with the younger grades but also with my older student which I think they would enjoy exploring this site, it is a pretty easy site to navigate through and I feel that my student would love to check it out. I also did a little map questing for my self and this museum really isn’t that far for a getaway 5 hours 40 min. from my house after checking out the site I wouldn’t mind checking out the actually museum!
