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Caldecott, Randolph, 1846-1886
Description of Pathfinder: The Caldecott Medal is given each year to the most distinguished picture book for children.  It is important for children to learn how to recognize a Caldecott winner, how to distinguish between Caldecott winners and other book award winners, and why books are chosen for this award.  It is also helpful for them to know some history about Randolph Caldecott and how the award was developed.
