Giesecke, Ernestine. National Government. Chicago: Heinemann Library, 2000. Introduces the purpose and function of national government, the significance of the Constitution, the three branches of government, how the government raises money, and how a bill becomes law.

Kelley, Brent P. James Madison: Father of the Constitution. Philadelphia: Chelsea House, 2001. This is a biography of the “Father of the Constitution” and fourth president of United States.  Many pictures, a glossary, chronology of  Madison’s life, a Revolutionary War timeline, and index are included.

An easy to read summary of the Articles of the Constitution is included as is a list of all of the signers by state.

The First Rules of the United States, Who Wrote the Constitution? Many Different Ideas, The Parts of the Constitution, The Constitution and You, and The Framers of the Constitution.
