TOPIC:				The Globe Theater of Shakespeare’s Time

					My pathfinder will focus on the Globe Theater, as 
an understanding the theater is key to understanding the plays.  Once the students know how the theater was constructed, they can better visualize the performances themselves.  Also, by understanding the cultural aspects of the theater, they will see the link between the works and the theater, and they will better understand Elizabethan England.

OHIO STATE STANDARDS FOR ENGLISH CURRICULUM:

Literary Text Standard:

1. Explain and analyze how the context of setting and the author’s choices impact a literary text.  (We would discuss how the setting of the Globe impacts the message of the plays.)
2. Analyze how an author uses literary techniques to shape plot and set meaning.  (We would discuss the use of the stage and staging techniques as a tool for developing meaning in Shakespeare’s plays.)
3. Analyze the use of a genre to express a theme or topic.  (We’d discuss how drama, as a genre, differs in its depiction of themes from other genres.)
4. Analyze interactions between characters in a literary text and how the interactions affect the plot.  (We’d discuss how actors, through staging techniques, can imply certain relationships and attitudes toward one another.)
