Specific Topic: 10th grade students will be studying events and situations of the early twentieth century that led to the demise of the Youngstown Steel industry. In history, students will study the daily lives of the Youngstown steel workers. In English, students will study the Industrial revolution and the effect it had on literature, the steel industry and the common man. Students will also learn about labor unions, the Youngstown working class, and the impact of technology on the steel industry.

 This specific pathfinder encompasses two parts. Part 1: Building background knowledge about the steel industry and industrial revolution. Part 2: How the steel industry affected the social structure and family life in general and specifically on Youngstown, Ohio; including women, children, minorities, and immigrants in the work force.
