DESCRIPTION OF PATHFINDER:

This pathfinder asks students to consider the role of the written and spoken word in creating societal change.  It includes information on the rhetorical use of language and imagery in The Crucible.  Students will consider both Miller’s rhetoric, as well as the rhetoric of Edward R. Murrow in his broadcasts about McCarthy.  Some of the topics include:   biographical information about Arthur Miller, the work of Edward R. Murrow (including speeches and broadcasts), and basic information about the Salem Witch Trials and the Communist Scare.

This site provides basic background information about the Salem Witch Trials, along with interactive maps that provide historical information about the 1692 Hysteria.
