Museum Visit Assignment

(1) Museum Visited

The address for the Smithsonian Museums is www.smithsonian.org.  The museum was visited on June 1, 2007 and this was a virtual visit.  The physical building is closed now for a major renovation and is scheduled to reopen by the summer of 2008.

(2) Description of the Museum

The Smithsonian is a collection of more than a dozen museums located on the National Mall in Washington, DC.  While the web site has information about all of the museums in the complex the visit was focused on the American History Museum.  My part of the group’s pathfinder is the history of the Civilian Conservation Corps and the effect the Corps’ actions had on the land, the economy and the people who participated.

(3) Type of Museum

My visit was to the American History Museum.

(4) Web Resources

The web site has multiple timelines that make it extremely easy to find information on a topic as long as you know the approximate dates of the event.  You can view the exhibits on line.  The web site has information about visiting in person (when the renovation is complete) and ahs a link to get a monthly email newsletter.  There is information about special activities and special exhibits that are going to be hosted at alternative venues while museum is under renovation.  There are podcasts and audio/video resources available.
(5) Educational Resources

The web site has games that help learn the content and an extensive section of learning resources that includes classroom guides, reading lists and web links to related resources. There are pdf files that are complete lesson plans.  The reading lists have authors, titles, publisher, date of publication and a link to buy the books listed.
(6) Virtual Tours or Interactive Demonstrations

There are virtual tours of the museum where the user can specify either a time period or a theme and then search the museum’s web site for articles, activities or virtual tours.
(7) Potential Use of the Museum

While there is a limited amount of information regarding the Civilian Conservation Corp there is an abundance of exhibits that set the stage for the time period of the 1930’s. This is excellent background material for students to explore because nothing happens in a vacuum.
