Specific Topic with Explanation:


This pathfinder focuses on using soil to create artworks through an historical approach from the Ancient Mound builders, to the clay (ceramic) vessels made with soil to cultural connections within the African tradition; such as mud cloth designs and mud (clay) drums. This will also include late 20th to early 21st century artist(s) (Andy Goldsworthy) who use the soil to create large land installations/structures.
