Specific topic with explanation: The specific topic of this pathfinder is the Lusitania which was a true disaster at sea.  The ship was torpedoed by the Germans in 1915, and sank leading to 1200 deaths including 124 Americans. Nearly two years after the tragedy and a series of precipitous events, President Woodrow Wilson went before Congress and asked for a declaration of War.  Two days later, Congress declared war and America was thrust into the conflict known as World War I.
