Specific topic with explanation: The specific topic of this pathfinder is the Titanic. The Titanic  was a passenger liner owned by the White Star Line. At the time that it was built, the Titanic was the largest passenger steamship in the world, and it was deemed to be “unsinkable”.  On her maiden voyage, April 14, 1912, Titanic hit an iceberg and sank. This disaster took 1,517 lives and is remembered as one of the worst and most famous disasters in history.
