Specific Topic with Explanation:

Students will apply the Super3 research process (a primary version of the Big6) as they learn about various animals and their habitats.  They will start with the first step (Plan) and decide which animal/habitat they will research.  The students will need to choose animals covering different letters of the alphabet.  This will mean that some students will need to do more than one report because of the class size.  This should be fine, as a report at the second grade level is fairly short and easy to assemble.  Then they will Do the research, which is the second step. Next, they will Reivew their work and check for misspellings, etc. that may need fixed.  Finally, the students will type and illustrate the report.  All of the finished reports will then be assembled into an ABC book.
