Historical, Cultural and Social Contexts

Students understand the impact of visual art on the history, culture and society from which it emanates.  They understand the cultural, social and political forces that, in turn, shape visual art communication and expression.  Students identify the significant contributions of visual artists to cultural heritage.   They analyze the historical, cultural, social and political contests that influence the function and role of visual art in the lives of people.  

Analyzing and Responding

Students identify and discriminate themes, media, subject matter and formal technical and expressive aspects in works of art.  They understand and use the vocabulary of art criticism to describe visual features, analyze relationships and interpret meanings in works of art.  Students make judgements about the quality of works of art using the appropriate criteria.  

Valuing the Arts/Aesthetic Reflection

Students understand why people value visual art.  They present their beliefs about the nature and significance of selected artworks and the reasons for holding these beliefs.   Students reflect diverse points of view about artworks and artifacts.

SUBJECT HEADINGS:  Women artists

Specific topic with Explanation:

Students in art classes grades 9 -12 will be researching Women Artists as part of their assignment.  They will be developing presentations to introduce women artist, discuss their art forms and works of art.   They will critique the works of art using appropriate vocabulary to define and describe techniques, materials and methods that these artist used to create works of art.    They will compare works of art to one another in terms of the historical, cultural, social and political influences evident in the works. They will also compare and contrast the stylistic characteristics of visual art from one historical period with those of other time periods.
