Fine Arts Guidelines: Visual Arts

Historical, Cultural, and Social Contexts

Students understand the impact of visual art on the history, culture, and society from which it emanates. They understand the cultural, social, and political forces that, in turn, shape visual art communication and expression. Students identify the significant contributions of visual artists to cultural heritage. They analyze the historical, cultural, social, and political contexts that influence the function and role of visual art in the lives of people.

Creative Expression and Communication

Students create artworks that demonstrate understanding of materials, processes, tools, media, techniques, and available technology. They understand how to use art elements, principles, and images to communicate their ideas in a variety of visual forms.

Analyzing and Responding

Students identify and discriminate themes, media, subject matter, and formal technical and expressive aspects in works of art. They understand and use the vocabulary of art criticism to describe visual features, analyze relationships and interpret meanings in works of art. Students make judgments about the quality of works of art using appropriate criteria.

Valuing the Arts/Aesthetic Reflection

Students understand why people value visual art. They present their beliefs about the nature and significance of selected artworks and the reasons for holding these beliefs. Students reflect on and respect diverse points of view about artworks and artifacts.

SPECIFIC TOPIC WITH EXPLANATION: Women Photographers

Students in Photography class grades 10-12 will be researching women photographers based on a list provided to the class. They will compare and contrast the styles and social, cultural, and political influences on their art--making as well as their historical influence as artists. With this knowledge students will take photographs based on the style of their chosen artist applying contemporary issues to their, (the students), photographs. Research and photos will be presented to the class as a whole comparing the stylistic characteristics of each artist as well as the interpretation of the artists work by each student.

 I visited the Cleveland Museum Of Art, (www.clevelandart.org), on May 31, 2007. The collection consists of more than 30,000 works. The works scan a time period of over 5,000 years. According to the site “ The museum was founded by a group of civic-minded philanthropists for the benefit of all the people forever." 

My tour was a virtual tour of the museum. I chose to visit this museum on my own because of the wealth of photographs in this collection. I hope to physically visit a special exhibit Icons of American Photography this summer, (June 24, 2007 - September 16, 2007). It would also be great if I could plan a field trip for my photo students to see this exhibit this fall.  

I discovered the Cleveland Museum of Art as I was exploring various art museum sites for my pathfinder. I was very excited to see all of the photographers represented by this museum, especially the women photographers. This site offers much that I will use in my classroom.

The web page is simple to navigate. I can search by collections, artist, department, personal collections, provenance, (artwork ownership), online tours, or by an advanced search. I can also search for special events and exhibits. These options helped me to find photography under the categories and the many women photographers by their names. I found many images and I was allowed to create my own temporary collection of images. As a teacher this is very helpful in organizing a presentation for my photography classes.

Educational Resources are available to teachers. I did not find one for the photography collection but was impressed with the slide sets available with lesson plans. Slide sets can be ordered from the museum and cover a wide range of subjects from the Cleveland Art Museum. The site offers a free slide set online that covers the Impressionist/Post-Impressionist art period. There were great examples of art as well as much information about the art and artists. There were also very good discussion questions as well as activities based on the slides for the classroom.

The tours that I found on this site were mainly images organized into a theme and presented together. The images could be enlarged for looking at the detail of the art and all artwork and was rich with information about the art, the artist, the medium, the history and the time period when it was created as well as purchased or donated to the museum. I went on my own tour related to the photography collection rather than one organized by the museum. I was excited to see all the examples as well as information available to use in my classroom.

CMA kids is another great feature of the museum. I played the African matching game where I matched Nsibidi symbols and eventually revealed an image of a Nsibidi mask. It was fun and I learned something new. There are many more games and activities for children of all ages to do at this part of the site.

Cleveland Museum of art is also connected with the Ingalls Library. This is also a great tool for researching artwork from CMA or even your own art object. This would be another great research source for my students as they investigate women photographers.
